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Esteemed readers,

As part of its efforts to strengthen the economic relations between
Austria and the Arab world, the Austro-Arab Chamber of Commerce
has the honour to put at your disposal its Annual Economic Report
(2019-2020) on Austria’s economy and bilateral trade relations
between Austria and the Arab countries. Upon the request of our
Austrian counterparts, we are pleased to publish this report for the
first time in English alongside Arabic.

This annual report encompasses general and economic information
on Austria, figures on economic development and an outlook for
the upcoming year’s economy. Furthermore, the report highlights
the economic cooperation and trade volume between Austria and
the Arab countries, whereby it presents the economic relations
between the Arab region and Austria as a whole and additionally
sheds light on the economy of each Austrian federal province.

It provides an overview of the Austrian federal provinces’ imports
and exports with the world and with Arab countries specifically, in
addition to the most prominent companies and trade markets for
each.
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Austria 1s situated in central Europe over
an area of 83,879 km? and is bordered by
Slovakia and Hungary from the East,
Germany and Czech Republic from the
North, Slovenia and Italy from the South,
and Switzerland and Liechtenstein from
the west. Its population reached 8.860
Million inhabitants in 2019. Austria is a
Federal State celebrating its national day
on October 26 and is divided into nine
federal provinces: Vienna (the capital),
Upper Austria, Lower Austria, Styria,
Carinthia, Salzburg, Tirol, Vorarlberg, and
Burgenland.

Moreover, Austria has been a member
Province of'the United Nations since 1955
and a member of the European Union and
Schengen zone since 1995.

Austria also ranks first worldwide in
macroeconomic stability, according to
the Global Competitiveness Report 2018
of the World Economic Forum. With the
expansion of the European Union towards
Eastern Europe, Austria has become not
only geographically but also politically
and economically at the heart of Europe.
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A GLIMPSE OF AUSTRIA
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Austria’s infrastructure is among the
best in Europe

Due to being a melting pot and a
meeting point for trade routes between
East, West, North and South, Austria has a
widespread network of roads and railways,
connecting countries of West, Central
and East Europe with each other. In fact,
Austria has one of the most efficient and
reliable public transportation and power
supply networks, in addition to its highly
advanced telecommunications networks.

Vienna ranks first internationally in the
quality of living

Vienna is considered one of the most
appealing capitals worldwide, especial-
ly for businesspersons wishing to launch
either large businesses or start-ups.

In the latest edition of Mercer’s survey on
the quality of living, released in March
2019, Vienna ranked first for the 10th
year in a row, closely followed by Zurich
(Switzerland). In joint third place are
Auckland (New Zealand), Munich
(Germany) and Vancouver (Canada).
Above all, Vienna’s top features are its
safety, well-connected and reliable public
transport, in addition to a wide variety of
cultural and leisure sites. To evaluate the
quality of living in each city, 39 criteria
are analyzed, including but not limited
to political, social, economic and envi-
ronmental aspects, in addition to person-
al safety and public services (healthcare,
education, public transport, etc...).
Vienna also retained the top spot for
the 2nd year consecutively in The
Economist’s Global Liveability Index
2019

published in September 2019, scoring
99.1/100, and Dbeating Melbourne
(Australia) and Osaka (Japan) which came
in 2nd and 3rd place respectively.

The Economist Intelligence Unit’s
liveability rating quantifies the challenges
that might be presented to an individual’s
lifestyle in 140 cities worldwide. Each city
1s assigned a score for over 30 qualitative
and quantitative factors across five broad
categories of stability, healthcare, culture
and environment, education and
infrastructure.
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The Austrian economy has entered a
period of moderate growth. The strong
momentum enjoyed over the last few years
has eased, and firms are looking with less
optimism into the future. While foreign
trade has a restraining impact on output
growth, domestic demand keeps support-
ing activity. Annual GDP growth in Austria
1s expected to decelerate from 2.7 percent
in 2018 to 1.7 percent in the current year,
stabilising at a rate of 1.5 percent in 2020.

Economic growth in Austria has moderat-
ed from the last cyclical boom. Although
domestic demand forces are still driving
the economy forward, the underlying
trend is currently subdued. Main reason is
the slackening activity in manufacturing
industry, which is suffering from sluggish
exports in the wake of the global busi-
ness cycle downturn. Domestic private
consumption maintains growth, supported
by the solid increase in wages and employ-
ment. In this kind of scenario, real GDP is
set to gain 1.7 percent in 2019, hence 1
percentagepointlessthanlastyear(+2.7%).

The already high utilisation of productive

capacity will not increase further, due 1.a.
to further investment being undertaken,

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preventing  existing capacity  con-
straints from further exacerbating. In
2020, projected GDP growth of 1.5 %
would be close to the longer-term trend.
Employment growth is set to ease with the
slower pace of activity, and the fall in un-
employment will grind to a halt, with the
prospect of further reduction being vague:
although new jobs will be created over the
entire forecast period, this may not pre-
vent unemployment from rising, as labour
supply will continue to expand. Overall,
the number of persons in active dependent
employment is likely to increase by 1.6 %
in 2019 and by 1.0 % in 2020. The unem-
ployment rate will edge down slightly to
7.4 % in 2019 and remain broadly stable
in 2020. Since the last forecast revision,
risks have further tilted to the downside,
and this primarily derives from the exter-
nal environment. Domestic risks, for their
part, are on balance upward bound, given
the continuous support from employment
and wages to private consumption. Nev-
ertheless, in view of the downturn in man-
ufacturing, Austria’s economy remains
highly vulnerable to external turbulence,
with the risk of stronger spillovers to the
domestic sector. Overall, therefore, down-
ward risks from the external side dominate
the outlook for the growth of GDP.
