After a warm welcome to all delegates, SG Khouja presented the AACC’s history and portfolio
and shared informed about the present economic situation of Austria and recent
developments on national and EU level, including economic information about Austria and the
Arab countries in general, and most interesting sectors for partnerships and businesses in Iraq
as Austria’s second largest Arab trade partner.
