The annual report is comprised of general and economic
information pertaining to Austria, statistics and graphs reflecting the
economic development and an outlook for the upcoming year’s
economy.

Furthermore, the report sheds light on the economic cooperation
and bilateral trade volume between Austria and the Arab
countries, highlighting the economic relations between Austria
and the Arab countries on the federal and provincial levels. The
report provides a glimpse of the Austrian federal provinces’
economy, presenting their imports and exports with the world and
with Arab countries specifically.
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Austria is situated in central Europe over
an area of 83,879 km? and is bordered
by Slovakia and Hungary from the east,
Germany and the Czech Republic from
the north, Slovenia and Italy from the
south, and Switzerland and Liechtenstein
from the west. Its population reached
8.934 million inhabitants in 2021. Austria
celebrates its national day on October 26
and is administratively divided into 9 fed-
eral states: Vienna (the capital), Upper
Austria, Lower Austria, Styria, Carinthia,
Salzburg, Tirol,Vorarlberg,and Burgenland.

Moreover, Austria has been a member
state of the United Nations since 1955
and a member of the European Union
and Schengen zone since 1995.

With the expansion of the European
Union towards Eastern Europe, Austria
has become not only geographically but
also politically and economically at the
heart of Europe.
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A GLIMPSE OF AUSTRIA
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Austria’s infrastructure is among the
best in Europe

Due to being a melting pot and a
meeting point for trade routes between
the East, the West, the North and the
South.

Austria has a widespread network of
roads and railways, connecting countries
of Western, Central and Eastern Europe
with each other.

In fact, Austria has one of the most

efficient and reliable public
transportation and power supply
networks, in addition to its highly

advanced telecommunications networks.

Vienna is growing and so is the public
transport network; in 2030, over two
million people will be living and working
in Vienna. In order to keep pace with this
growth, public transport services also
need to be expanded and improved.
Following on from large urban
development projects, such as the U2
extension to Aspern, the U2xU5
intersection will close a major gap in the
inner-city underground network. More
environmentally friendly urban mobility
is the key to future quality of life in the
city — and this is on track. Vienna has
already achieved an e-mobility share of
almost 50% with its underground and
tram networks. The city has been
following a clear strategy for decades
with considerable success, consistently
investing in the network, shortening
intervals, extending existing lines and
creating new connections to make public
transport even more attractive. Today,
there are more annual passes in Vienna
than registered cars.

Austria Introduces the Klimaticket O

Fifteen years after it was first proposed,
Austria new climate ticket (Klimaticket O),
went live on October 26, which happens
to be the national day of Austria.
Offering seamless travel across all modes
of public transport, the Klimaticket O
allows passengers to use all scheduled
services between and within the
country’s provinces.

This ticket aims to galvanise the Alpine
nation fight against climate change
and thus attain the Paris climate goals,
encouraging people to use more
climate-friendly means of transportation.

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Economic Outlook for 2021 and 2022
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Leading indicators point to the
beginning of a boom phase, which in 2021
will be mainly driven by the favourable
industrial economy. In 2022, tourism will
contribute disproportionately to domestic
economic growth. After the decline in
the previous year (-6.3%), the Austrian
Institute of Economic Research (WIFO)
expects real GDP growth of 4% and 5% for
2021 and 2022 respectively. This forecast
is based on the information available as of
mid-June 2021 with regard to
assumptions about the direction of
economic policy and the development
of the global economy, exchange rates,
commodity prices and interest rates. The
forecast period extends from the second
guarter of 2021 to the fourth quarter of
2022.

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Economic Outlook
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The Austrian economy is overcoming
the COVID-19 crisis much faster than
previously expected and is at the
beginning of an upswing phase.

In this context, the rapid progress of the
vaccination campaign is the main factor
shaping the economic outlook, as the
accompanying lifting of official
restrictions enables the resumption of
economic activity.

In addition to the strengthening of
private consumption, a high investment
dynamic driven by public investment
incentives as well as increasing capacity
bottlenecks, and the strong expansion of
exports contribute to the economic
upswing. Domestic exports are
benefitting from the recovery of the
global economy, and are thereby
contributing significantly to growth.
Against this background, the real gross
domestic product of the Austrian
economy is expected to expand by 4%
in 2021 and by about 5% in 2022. The
pre-crisis level will already be reached in
the course of summer 2021.

The overall economic capacity utilization
(output gap) should already be above
average again in 2022. From today’s
perspective, by the end of 2022 the
Austrian economy should have returned
to the growth path that WIFO had
forecast before the outbreak of the
COVID-19 pandemic.

The economic upswing is expected to
have a significant impact on prices.

The inflation rate according to the
Harmonised Index of Consumer Prices
(HICP) will rise to 2.2% in 2021 (2020:
1.4%). Price inflation is also expected to
remain high at 2% in 2022.
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Economic Outlook for 2021 and 2022
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The favourable development on the
labour market is likely to continue in
2022. Unemployment is expected to
decline  significantly, bringing the
unemployment rate down to 8.5% in 2021
and 8.0% in 2022.

Economic recovery driven by all
demand and supply components

On the supply side, the extremely
buoyant industrial economy is the
main driver of aggregate growth in the
current year. Industry continues to
expand in 2022, but no longer as
strongly. The slight weakening of the
industrial activity is compensated by the
strong recovery of tourism in 2022.

The domestic economy will thus
experience a further growth spurt in
2022, which will primarily come from
accommodation and food services as well
as from those sectors that are closely
intertwined with tourism, such as trade,
transport and other services. Trade is
likely to benefit primarily from the
consumption backlog in 2021 and from
the recovery in tourism in 2022, which
will be felt particularly by wholesale
trade. Construction is also expected to
grow at an above-average rate in both
forecast years. On the demand side, all
subcomponents are contributing to the
upswing. In particular, private household

consumption and machinery and
equipment investment are expanding
strongly.

Machinery and equipment investment,
which contracted by 12% in 2020, is
expected to grow by 12.5% in 2021,
slowing to 6.8% in 2022.

Maintaining of Austria’s
credit rating and stable out-
look

Big rating agencies, such as Standard and
Poor’s (S&P) or Fitch have maintained
their credit rating for Austria and expect a
stable outlook in 2021. Standard & Poor’s
for instance affirm ‘AA+/A-1+’ long- and
short-term foreign and local currency
sovereign credit ratings on Austria. This
rating reflects the trust of international
credit rating agencies in the stability and
resilience of Austria’s economy.

Inaddition, Moody’s as well as S&P ranked
Austria’s banks among the world’s safest
banks in 2020, showing the resilience of
Austrian banks.

The risk environment

Uncertainty about the further course
of the COVID-19 pandemic is still
considerable. Hence, throughout the
forecast period, there is a risk of major
setbacks should the virus mutate in a way
that significantly reduces the
effectiveness of current vaccines,
in which case public health policies could
be reintroduced, affecting the recovery
of the global economy and thus also the
omestic economy.
